TIP LINE  sent by concerned neighbors: HEALTH : If you 
suspect a heart attack, especially if you are on your own, 
take a deep breath and start coughing vigorously, repeat 
until help arrives. BE AWARE of the scam leaving a 
phone message about news of a family member, if you call 
back using 809 or 284 or 876 area codes your phone bill 
will be charged.  LOCK THE CAR DOOR WITH 
BUTTON not with remote when in a busy area, a thief can 
record your remote tone. UNPLUG the cell phone from the 
charger when using as it can cause extensive body burns.
